The planning target

“The planning objective for 
wind power is that

in the spatial planning create 
conditions for an

annual production of electrical 
from wind

power on certain numbers 
TWh/year to 2020”



A new planning target

• Planning target of a total 
of 30 TWh to 2020 

– Onshore 20 TWh

– Offshore 10 TWh

• This means that the 
number of wind turbines 
needs to increase from
1 000 to about 6 000



We appoints areas 
of national interest

• Criterion
– Wind speed  > 6,5 m/s At 71 meters

– Onshore

– Offshore 

• Appointed areas:

– 423 areas

– Land: 5 817 km2

– Sea: 3 856 km2
